As of June 1, 2021, all dogs over 15 months of age are eligible to compete in the Intro Level.

If Intro level titles are earned, they may not compete in a higher level until the dog is 18 months or older.

Skyline VT runs can be used for training purposes for any dog 12 months and over (60 seconds max time).
(Toys allowed in ring for training NO SQUEAKING TOYS, NO TREATS allowed in ring)
Dogs under 15 months are not eligible for VT Titles (see NADAC for complete rules)
